
See Canyon 5 year plan:

Due to the very large area of fuel modification required, the detailed goals for the group are very similar year to year, slowly increasing the percentage of completion as 80%. (The 80% is a realistic numerical value due to the unique diversity of the group and awareness that not all property owners will choose to participate)  

The 5 year goals for the See Canyon Fire Safe Council Focus Group are outlined as follows.
Year 1   2010 an initial 15% completion of total area
· 100’ clearance around structures (chipping)

· Clearance of 10-25’ along primary access roads (crew and chipping support)

· Establishment of safe refuge/or tactical refuge areas (crews, dozer, chipping)

· Educational seminars to reinforce the maintenance of structure clearance.

· Grant funded assistance from Fire Safe Council/CAL FIRE

· Leadership from CAL FIRE/Fire Safe Council 

Year 2    2011 an additional 30% completion (total 45%)

· 100’ clearance around structures (chipping)

· Clearance of 10-25’ along primary access roads (crew and chipping support)

· Establishment of safe refuge/or tactical refuge areas (crews, dozer, chipping)

· Educational seminars to reinforce the maintenance of structure clearance.

· Grant funded assistance from Fire Safe Council/CAL FIRE

· Leadership a cooperative effort with homeowners, CAL FIRE, Fire Safe Council.

Year 3    2012 an additional 20% completion (total 65%)

· 100’ clearance around structures (chipping)

· Clearance of 10-25’ along primary access roads (crew and chipping support)

· Establishment of safe refuge/or tactical refuge areas (crews, dozer, chipping)

· Educational seminars to reinforce the maintenance of structure clearance.

· Initiate control lines for large area clearance/control burns
· Initiate sustainability/maintenance funded by homeowner planning

· Begin transition from CAL FIRE leadership to homeowner leadership

Year 4     2013 an additional 10% (total 75%)
· Complete control burns for large area clearances
· Exercise sustainability/maintenance of grant funded work to be funded by homeowners (special assessment group)

· Exercise leadership of See Canyon focus group by homeowners. Cooperative effort with Fire safe Council & CAL FIRE.   

· Educational seminars to reinforce the maintenance of structure clearance, maintain tactical refuge areas, and roadside clearance.

Year 5     2014 an additional 5% (Total 80%)
· Exercise sustainability/maintenance of grant funded work to be funded by homeowners (special assessment group)

· Educational seminars to reinforce the maintenance of structure clearance, maintain tactical refuge areas, and roadside clearance.

· Independence from grant funding.
· Independent governing body with solicited input from CAL FIRE & Fire Safe Council.
